     The Rose Show Presents- “A New Beginning”

Our 86th annual Greater Rochester Rose Show……”A New Beginning” ….. is coming up very soon......  Saturday, June 19th. It will be a more compact and smaller show, as many classes- that have in the past only had a few or no entries- have been eliminated. ARS guidelines will be applied in judging this show; however, neither ARS awards, nor certificates will be presented. 
While rose shows can be a lot of work- they are also a lot of fun. And the more helpers we have to set it up.....and take it down.....the easier the entire process will be.  Most of the preliminary tasks have been taken care of, and we have many volunteers……. but a few ‘activities’ still could use some additional help. 

Can you help out with any of the following tasks? 
1. Publicity- Prior to the show....usually a week before...we need lots of publicity.  I'm in the process of making some large posters and small flyers.  I usually display the signs near post offices, libraries, etc. They seem to help in attracting visitors throughout the Rochester area to our show. If a few of our members could offer to just hang up (and eventually take down) 2 or 3 of these posters or flyers, we can reach a wider range of people in the different suburbs and in the city.
2. Keeper Trophies- We already have many donations- but can still use a few more trophies; it makes entering the different classes more inviting and challenging. Plus, many of our ‘perpetual’ trophies have been eliminated this year, and only the top and ‘better’ perpetual trophies will be on the Court of Honor. Perhaps next year…..all perpetual trophies will eventually be returned to their ‘original or proper’ owners, and only keeper trophies will be used. The ‘keeper’ trophy can be anything - a gardening type item, a book, vase, or whatever you might have at your home that would be suitable for a token prize. Or if you prefer, with a $5 -10 donation, I will purchase a prize or two for you. (Your name will be listed as a donor in the program booklet and on the Court of Honor.) I have found many items on sale at Michael's and Joanne Fabrics, and using the 40% off coupon, the trophies can be very reasonable.  If you won any ‘perpetual’ trophies last year, please remember to return those 'trophies' to our June 1st. meeting at the Castle. 

3. Set-up at the Gates Town Hall, Friday afternoon, (June 18th). Starting at around 3:30; anyone who can come would be greatly appreciated. Boxes of supplies need to be unloaded; tables for displaying roses need to be set up and organized into various classes; the Artistic Division shelves, and the Court of Honor tables- all need setting up in a special manner; hundreds of vases need to be filled with water.  And, and, and…the kitchen needs to be set-up, ready to provide a continental breakfast and lunch for our Judges and volunteers on Saturday. These 'jobs' can take hours to complete-   but with ‘extra’ sets of hands..... It’s amazing how everything all gets put together by 6:30 or 7 PM the latest just in time to enjoy our ‘pizza treats’.

4. Show time- Exhibitors usually arrive at the crack of dawn (7 am) since they must have their entries in place by 10:00 am. If you are not exhibiting, perhaps you can still arrive early and help those exhibitors place some of their entries on the show room tables; or ‘aid’ those novices who will be entering the show for their first time; or help our Hospitality committee prepare coffee, or set-up the ‘food tables’ for our Judges, as well as the exhibitors and volunteers.  Again, all these activities take time and the extra help will enable ‘things’ to run more smoothly. 

During the judging of the show, we still need a few more clerks to assist the judges with attaching the various colored ribbon/stickers to the winning entry tags.  This can be a great learning experience- as you can listen to the comments made by the judges when awarding the ribbons.  
While the Judging is going on- we will need help cleaning up the ‘prep room’…… before our visitors arrive….. and leftover flowers need to be put into vases.  They will hopefully be sold to some of our potential visitors for $2 a bouquet.

5. Public viewing time- 1- 4 PM. We need members to ‘man’ our information table. Materials will be provided: handouts on various topics of rose culture (rose diseases, insect damage, pruning, and winterization etc.)  Old ARS magazines, and rose catalogues will be available for the public. We’d like members to greet the visitors, try to answer any of their rose questions, and hopefully encourage people to sign up and attend any of our future rose meetings.  We will need one or two members to help sell the “bouquets’- vases of ‘leftover’ roses.

We also should have rose society members on the ’show floor’ at all times- to answers questions that our visitors may have.
6. Take Down-  Last….. But not least…..we always need additional help cleaning up our show room/and or kitchen following our big show.  Exhibitors often arrive at 7am to prep their roses. They can be pretty tired by 4PM and then be expected to also help clean-up the show room after a long busy day.

‘Everything’ needs to be packed up and eventually prepared for storage. We hope to do an inventory of all of our ‘supplies. Hopefully, we can sell some of the unneeded materials at our October auction. Again…the ‘extra’ manpower helps get this big job done faster.
